Under the Amendments, the Issuer (a) extended the revolving period by 15 months until February 2025, (b) adjusted
Class A Notes, Class B Notes and Subordinated Loan margins, (c) adjusted the swap rates, (d) reduced the
cumulative gross loss ratio in relation to the credit enhancement increase condition from 3.50% to 3.00% after the end
of the revolving period and (e) adjusted the buffer release mechanism to cover the scenario of a negative buffer
release rate.
